A 

brand new organization at that time, which involved senior retired executives and managers to help the 

organizational development of the Third Sector, by enhancing efficiency, effectiveness, internal human 

resources programs and quality of services. Sodalitas played also a key role in introducing and develping the  

Corporate Social Responsibility movement in Italy. Its annual Sodalitas Social Award - at its sixth edition - 

gathers around 300 projects from over 200 corporations every year. 

Managing Director of the Association from 1995 to 2001, today I’m member of the Strategic Board of 

Sodalitas Foundation (www.sodalitas.it), established as the ideal and natural continuation of Sodalitas 

Association in 2007. Sodalitas Foundation is supported by Assolombarda and by 64 corporate members, 

and relies on 81 volunteer consultants, donating more than 30.000 hours of pro bono professional activity to 

the Foundation, and on 7 professional employees. 

In 2004 I substantially contributed to the foundation and structuring of Istituto Italiano della Donazione - 

IID, the Italian Institute for Donation (www.istitutoitalianodonazione.it) engaged in promoting and fostering 

excellence, transparency, integrity, fair management practices and ethical conduct in non profit 

organizations. IID is an independent monitoring body, releasing a Seal of Approval to charities which have to 

yearly undergo a thorough verification process by independent and professional accredited auditors. 

I go on painstakingly dedicating enthusiasm, care and energies to both organisations. Organized solidarity, 

carried out with open mind and heart in continous dialogue with people and events is the full time volunteer 

job I have choosen for this time in life. 
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I love travelling and walking (I had trekking experiences in many parts of the world), hate conventional 

wisdom, and, notwithstanding a depressive and introverted inclination, I am fond of life and try to appreciate 

it as it goes by.
